Dr. Gwen Point is the Chancellor of the
University of the Fraser Valley and formerly the Chatelaine of the Province of British Columbia
(the title given to the spouse of the Lieutenant Governor).

Given free rein to help us understand the context for education in our community, Gwen
delivered “Everything you need to know about education but were afraid to ask”. Messages for
us included:

In November Sq'ewa:Ixw and Land Forest People started work on a
Traditional Land Use and Ecological Knowledge project (TLUEK). The goal
of the project is to document Sq’'ewa:Ixw members’ use of the Ruby Creek
watershed, including knowledge and use of important resources like fish,
deer, and berries through the seasons, and histories of the changing lands
and waters.

So far Jonathan Taggart (Land Forest People) and community researchers
Charles Chapman and Kecia Prevost have interviewed eight members
throughout Ruby Creek, Chilliwack, Vancouver, and Lytton, and have heard
stories of homesteading, hunting, travel, childhood, floods, erosion, and
more.

We are making a series of maps of the area that include these histories and
resources, with the goal of helping to protect and restore valued cultural
heritage. We are grateful to the Elders who have shared their knowledge
with us, and we look forward to continuing this project through the new year.
